EUREKA PROJECT LAUNCHES YOUNG DESIGNERS ON HIGH STREET

The first Laurent-Perrier Design Award was announced on 22 September 2004 at Eureka, an initiative of Design-Nation and one of this year’s key events at the London Design Festival (20-30 September).

The award-winner, one of the nine Design-Nation members involved in the Eureka Project, has received

£2000, a Jereboam of Laurent-Perrier Brut Champagne and an especially engraved Laurent-Perrier crystal ice bucket designed for Laurent-Perrier by Emmanuel Babled. The judging panel included Laurent-Perrier UK MD David Hesketh, design journalist Corinne Julius, Robin Levien of Studio Levien, the well-known designer Shin Azumi and The Design Trust’s founder Peta Levi, MBE. The Eureka Project is proud to have played host to the Laurent-Perrier Design Award. 

At the same time Design-Nation (www.designnation.co.uk) officially launched the Eureka Project (www.eurekacollection.co.uk) . This “Design Brief to Shop Window” pilot project is aimed at putting British design and manufacture at the heart of the UK High Street. The Eureka Collection of interior products includes ceramics, plastics, glass, furniture, tabletop, lighting and textiles. Nine Design-Nation designers have worked to individual briefs set by four key UK retailers - Crabtree & Evelyn, Fired Earth Interiors, Heal’s and The Conran Shop. The products will go on sale from late October through to the New Year.

An exhibition of the products in the collection was opened by John Sorrell, CBE, Chairman of the London Design Festival, at Furniture Works (part of London Metropolitan University), 41 Commercial Road, London E1, and will be open to the public until 30 September. The exhibition will then go to the new Hub Centre for Craft Design and Making at Sleaford in Lincolnshire, where it will sit alongside the Jerwood Furniture exhibition from 26 November 2004 to 16 January 2005 (www.thehubcentre.org). 

To open a dialogue between designer, manufacturer and retailer, the evening also hosted a forum on “The Future of Retailing” chaired by Lynda Relph-Knight of Design Week. Speakers included industry consultant Meg Abdy, Mathmos Ltd MD Cressida Granger, Marlin Lighting’s Mike Jankowski and Richard Eisermann, Director of Design & Innovation at the Design Council.
